YMCA offers extensions to unemployed members

assist individuals and families who are
experiencing unemployment.

The six branches will offer membership
extensions in cases when unemployment
status can be proved. Three months of
membership will be added for current or
new members who are unemployed.

“A great many people and families are
experiencing extreme economic difficulty,”
said Richard Gorab, the Metro Y’s presi-
dent and chief executive officer. “In

response, and as part of our promise to
strengthen the foundations of community,
we have actively sought ways in which the
Y can help.  This membership offer is cer-
tain to make a big difference in people’s
lives at a time when they need the Y the
most.”

Those who wish to take advantage of
this program should stop by any of the
Metro Y branches with proof of unemploy-
ment, such as unemployment insurance
receipts or a letter from the former employ-
er stating the person has been laid off.

Non-members
who join the Y will receive three months of
their new membership for free.

“Financial problems can cause a lot of
stress and tension that affect the whole
family, and the programs we’re offering
can help alleviate some of that stress,” said
Gorab. “By providing three months free
membership to those who may have fallen
on hard times, we believe the Y can help
ease that burden even further.”

Federal firearm
arrests include
East Orange man

An East Orange resident was among eight men who have
been accused by federal prosecutors of illegally selling
firearms.

Leon Jenkins, 25, was arrested Nov. 2 by FBI special agents.
Four others were arrested that day, another was found last week-
end in North Carolina, and the other two were arrested in June.

The arrests followed a year-long investigation conducted by
the FBI Safe Streets Task Force, said U.S. Attorney Paul Fish-
man. He said 45 guns were confiscated from the arrest sites in
Newark, Irvington and East Orange.Prosecutors claim Jenkins
sold guns to a confidential informant on seven occasions despite
not having a federal license to sell firearms. The period of the
alleged sales was from October 2010 to April 2011 and all of the
firearms were manufactured outside of New Jersey.

Prosecutors said most of sales were audio and video record-
ed.

The others arrested include Peter Stewart, 21, Jackson
Georges, 39, and Eddy Peralta, 27 and Mark Mells, 25, all of
Newark; Randy Andrew, 34, Nixon Provillon, 40, and Mark
McCargo, 39, all of Irvington.
