Orange resident Janice Morrell
was sworn in last week as one of
the new officers and executive
committee members of the Newark
NAACP branch.

“I’m a member of the Newark
branch, the Oranges-Maplewood
branch and the Irvington branch,
and I may be a member of some
more in other counties, too,” said
Morrell.

“The Irvington branch meets on
the same night as the Newark exec-
utive committee meets, so I do
what I need to do for the one unit,”
said Morrell. “But rest assured that
if there is an urgent issue or need in
Irvington on that night, then I will
make sure that I get over to that
branch to help wherever I can.”
